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Zeller directed the installation of the Ducati’s racing sus-
pension systen, employing Ohlins mnverted front forks and a
Penske rear shock. Weight reduction and performance
enhancement required radial-mount magnesium Brembo
brakes, racing rotors, and magnesivm carriers. Fischer found
the BST carbon fiber wheels during his worldwide search for
the ultimate performance parts. The swing arm was shaved of
flash and powder coared to match the engine cases

The bike realized further weight reducrion as the stock air
box was removed and air cleanérs were attached directly to the
intake stacks. Zeller added a Sil carbon fiber exhaust system
with header pipes, eliminating the heavy Ducat collector. The
team tended to ergonomics, as well. The Tomaselli hars move
the grips back a few inches, matching the CNC-machined
lowered footpeg mounts, providing a custom fit to Fischer’s

physique. Small but useful bar end mirrors were fitted.

With over 100 hp, the engine was decidedly strong

enough ... internal modifications were unnecessary.
